
My name is Courtney.  I am 22 years old, from Tioga, Pa.  I grew 

up in a home where my father would be abusive when he became 

angry.  I started to rebel when I was a teenager, stealing and ly-

ing to my family.  I got to a point where I hated my father be-

cause of all of the hurt he caused.  In 2008 I graduated high 

school, and was working at a gas station.  I was fired for stealing 

on the job.  In 2009 I stole checks from my family, and left town 

to be with a man I thought I was in love with.  I spent 7 months in jail after I was arrested. 

When I was released, I met another man, fell in love again, and repeated the same cycle all 

over again.  I was once again arrested for forgery and stolen checks, spending three more 

months in jail.  While I was in jail, I went to a meeting that New Life For Girls was present-

ing.  I listened to Robin Thomas share her testimony.  I went back to my cell after the meet-

ing was over, looking at all of the papers that were handed out.  My friends in jail even told 

me I should really think about going to New Life For Girls.  One of them even prayed with 

me about it.  I mentioned it to my lawyer and said I was interested. I was starting to feel 

really sick while I was in jail and I didn’t know why.  After being there two months I found 

out that I was pregnant.  Things started happening really fast for me.  I went to court and 

was approved to be able to go to  New Life For Girls.   

I went to the Lancaster Introduction Center on May 15th, and now I am here in Dover.  On 

November 5th I gave birth to my son Jayden.  This is the best thing I have ever experienced.  

This program really works.  It’s hard being here with a newborn, but I am pushing through 

it, and no matter how hard things get, I am not giving up.  The Lord is faithful and has 

helped me every time.  I am grateful and thankful that I am here with my son, that I am not 

sitting in jail and out ruining my life.  I thank God for bringing me out of the life I was living 

and for bringing me here.  I thank God for using New Life For Girls to help me become a 

better woman.  I walked in the doors of New Life For Girls broken and hurting.  Now I am 

Courtney Marbaker, a child of God!  Phil. 4:13  -  I can do all things through Christ who 

strengthens me.
